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Emergencies  in Yuma, AZ

We, (Frank and Laurie Fertig) were staying
on a rented lot in the Foothills. I have had a
recent heart attack, and on Feb 15th  2010, I
woke up with chest pain and naturally
thought it was another heart attack.  Frank
called 911 and a paramedic fire truck
arrived, followed shortly by an ambulance. 
The fire paramedic already had me hooked
up to a monitor, obtained vital signs, history,
etc by the time the ambulance arrived.  Both
responses were quick.
I was taken to Yuma hospital and admitted
for observation and testing.
(Everything was fine, just no answer for the
chest pain.)
However, we just received a bill from the
Rural/Metro Fire Department for $525.00
along with a letter.  In the letter it stated that
NO insurance would cover this bill because
the foothills are in an unincorporated area. 
Since these properties do not lie within a tax
supported municipality or fire district, we
are responsible for this bill.
After speaking with a person in the billing
department regarding this bill, I was also
told that property owners must pay an
annual subscription fee to get coverage, if
they choose too.
The moral of this story is:  if you plan on
renting a lot in an unincorporated area, you
should check with the property owner to see
if they have coverage.
If not, and you have an emergency which
requires an ambulance you will be charged. 
The fire department always goes along with
an ambulance, so you can't get around it.
We hope we may have been of help, and
hope no one has an emergency in Yuma.
